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It is our honor to have Professor Stephen P. Marks as the keynote
speaker of the 3rd Conference on Law, Science, and Technology. Professor
Marks is the Frangois-Xavier Bagnoud (FXB) Professor of Health and
Human Rights, and the Director of Program on Human Rights in
Development, Department of Global Health and Population at Harvard
School of Public Health.  Until July 2010, he was also the Chair of the High
Level Task Force on the Implementation of the Right to Development of the
United Nations Human Rights Council. The emphasis of Professor Marks'
work is on the interface of health and human rights, integrating human rights
into sustainable human development, and drawing on the disciplines of
international law, international politics, international organizations, and
international economics. His excellent work in each of these areas has left a
great imprint in the field of international human rights law. In his keynote
speech, “Out of Obscurity: The Right to Benefit from Advances in Science
and Technology and Its Implications for Global Health,” he will talk about
the status and normative content of the right to health and the very neglected
right to benefit from scientific progress, and demonstrate several burning
issues of the right to benefit from scientific progress facing the international
community, such as the rights to benefit from advances in ITC, in medicines,
in green technologies, and in food security.
